Summary of Progress:  

Andrea is a 4-year-old child who receives SEIT services three times per week for 60 minutes at Kiddie Academy. The focus of SEIT services has been to increase appropriate peer and teacher interactions, engage in appropriate play, transition from one activity to the next independently and follow the classroom routine. 

While Andrea has shown some improvement with initiating play and seeking out peers, she demonstrates difficulty with sharing and taking turns appropriately. Andrea requires 1:1 teacher support to use her words to verbally request items, rather than grabbing items. Andrea reviews a social story before play time to review using her words when she wants something and what she can do while waiting for a turn. The SEIT facilitates turn taking with Andrea and another peer and utilizes a timer for turn taking. For example, when a peer asks Andrea for a turn, she can say, “yes,” or “when I am done.” During turn-taking activities, Andrea is given a verbal time warning each minute. Andrea also uses a “first, then” visual cue card so she knows what she is currently working on and what is coming next.

Andrea requires continued teacher support to transition from one activity to the next appropriately. Andrea is extremely self-directed and demonstrates difficulty transitioning from preferred to less preferred activities. During transitions, Andrea will often cry, drop to the floor and scream “no,” while the rest of the class is moving from one activity to the next. Andrea utilizes a first, then visual cue card with motivating reinforcers on the back so she is aware of what is happening right now and then she gets to choose what she would like to earn. She is given a verbal time warning of 5 minutes, paired with a timer and the first, then visual cue card. She is given a verbal time warning each minute. The classroom teacher is also using these strategies and Andrea requires immediate reinforcement to be successful at this time.  
The classroom teacher reported that Andrea needs significant 1:1 teacher support when the SEIT provider is not present. The teacher must remain in close proximity to Andrea to ensure the safety of herself, peers and other adults in the classroom. 
Andrea continues to work on all of the goals mandated on her IEP. Andrea requires maximum prompting and support in order to engage in appropriate play, transition appropriately and follow the classroom routine.
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
