Summary of Progress Toward Goal(s) and Objective(s):

(Child’s name) is a 4-year-old child who receives parent training services one time per month for 60 minutes at home. Parents have expressed concerns with (child’s name) play skills, ability to transition and self-regulate when frustrated/upset.

(Child’s name) is progressing satisfactorily with his play skills in which he is sharing, taking turns, and using his words to ask for a toy that he wants rather than grabbing toys. He continues to work on these cooperative plays skills and providing personal space when playing with his brother, cousins, and friends. The provider discussed and practiced playing games and playing with toys while taking turns, waiting, giving personal space, and using his words to initiate and maintain play. Parents stated that (child’s name) has made improvements by verbally requesting a toy, rather than grabbing an item and not putting toys too close to anyone’s face but still needs reminders and prompting. Parents are continuing to work on all these strategies and tools to help (child’s name) at home and when out in the community.
(Child’s name) is progressing satisfactorily with transitioning. When transitioning, (child’s name) continues to work on taking turns in line at school, playground, restaurants, and play activities in the community. (Child’s name) continues to work on recognizing that he will have a turn to be first in line and it is okay if he is not first or in the front of the line for an activity. Parents are concerned when he is in the community and must wait his turn, he gets upset and frustrated.
He continues to work on self-regulation and coping skills when frustrated, when there is a change in his schedule, or activity in the classroom and at home and is progressing gradually. Parents continue to prepare him when necessary and prepare him for known changes in the schedule and answering limited questions ahead of time. In collaboration with what is being worked on with his SEIT provider, parents are working on self-regulating and coping skills at home as well. The following proactive strategies are utilized: taking deep breaths, counting to 10, taking a break, figuring out what is upsetting, asking for help, and expressing his feelings.  Parents are continuing to work on all these strategies and tools to help Aidan at home and when out in the community.

Conclusion:

While (child’s name) has made some progress, he needs continued support with play skills, transitioning, and self-regulating strategies by practicing these skills at home, in the community, and exposing him to different people and situations to practice (immediate family, grandparents, cousins, and friends).
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
